Crime Watch News  

Keeping our neighborhood safe is important, but cannot 
be done alone. In the Swan Park neighborhood we are 
currently looking for a neighborhood-wide Block Watch 
Coordinator and volunteers to be Block Watch Captains.  
Historically Swan Park has been a leader in this area, 
let’s keep this momentum going and maintain a strong 
and safe neighborhood!  
  

What are the responsibilities of a Block Watch   
Captain? The average Block Watch Captain has be-
tween 10 and 25 homes on their “block.” Responsibili-
ties include hosting a one time start-up meeting and dis-
tributing the Tosa Watch Newsletter to their block every 
three months.  
 

What does the neighborhood receive? An informa-
tional meeting presented by a Wauwatosa Police Offi-
cer, neighborhood Block Watch map, quarterly newslet-
ter, Block Watch signage for every home and crime pre-
vention materials.

Burglary on 9200 Block of Harding on August 23 

 

A home on the 9200 block of Harding Blvd. was burgu-
larized (non-forced entry - more than likely, the back 

door was unlocked) dur-
ing the night of August 
23rd, in which a purse 
(wallet w/ credit cards 
and checkbook), set of 
keys, an iPhone and two 
iPods were stolen.  The 
home owner was up-
stairs asleep when the 
incident occurred, and 
considers herself lucky 
that the situation didn't 
go any further. 

 

She shared this information as a reminder to all SPNA 
residents to be especially vigilant about locking their 
doors (forgetting one night was all it took). Intruders go 
through neighborhoods at night checking for unlocked 
doors.  A similar incident happened the same night 
close to 74th street.

TOSA OFFERS SERVICE TO PROTECT 
CITY DUTCH ELM’S ON YOUR PROPERTY 
 

Dutch elm disease (DED) is a fatal fungal disease that 
attacks American elms and is spread by Elm Bark bee-
tles, which feed on healthy trees. One treatment that 
can help stop the spread of DED by elm bark beetles is 
the use of fungicides, which can be injected into the elm 
tree any time after leaves reach their full size. This treat-
ment should be performed every year. The fungicide 
injection is not guaranteed effective, due to conditions 
within the tree and the environment, but it is one of the 
few viable options available. 
 

The presently uses the fungicide Arbotect 20-S to help 
reduce the risk of infection to healthy trees from elm 
bark beetles. At the homeowner's request, they will 
inject your city elm tree (sorry, yard trees are not 
included) if it can be done safely and without exces-
sive harm to the tree. They ask the resident to pay the 
cost of the chemical while they will provide labor and 
equipment. The chemical cost generally runs between 
$30 and $55 per tree. 
 

If you have a city elm tree, the Wauwatosa Foresty De-
partment will automatically send you a postcard in early 
spring reminding you to call them if you are interested in 
receiving the treatment.

EMERALD ASH BORER UPDATE 
 

Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) is a newly introduced insect that 
attacks and kills all species of ash trees. First discovered in 
Detroit in 2002, EAB has caused severe damage to ash popu-
lations in Michigan, Ohio, Illinois, Indiana, and the U.P. Four 
infestations are currently identified in Wisconsin, including one 
in southern Milwaukee County.  
 

It is a near certainty that Wauwatosa will have to deal with this 
pest in the near future. The Forestry section is kept abreast of 
the latest developments with EAB through weekly electronic 
newsletters from the Department of Agriculture, Trade and 
Consumer Protection,  (DATCP),  Department of Natural Re-
sources (DNR), and the US Animal and Plant Health Inspec-
tion Service (APHIS). Their plan to combat this insect is to 
remove infested trees as quickly as possible to minimize the 
impact on neighboring trees. They are also exploring all cost 
effective methods of chemical control.

The City of Wauwatosa has been designated a Tree City USA by the National Arbor Day Foundation in cooperation with                 

the USDA Forest Service and the National Association of State Foresters.                                                                                                      
This designation recognizes Wauwatosa's commitment to excellence in tree maintenance and management.  

Dead city tree or city tree that needs pruning? 
 

The Wauwatosa Forestry Section maintains the urban forest.

Hours: Mon-Fri, 7:30am - 4:00pm  
 
There is a numbered metal tag on 
my city tree. What does this 
mean?  This means your city tree is 
going to be removed because it is 
diseased, structurally unsound, 
dead, or another reason. They place 
an informational card explaining the general reason on your 
front door knob or in your mail box.  

When will my tree be removed?  

The priority for removing trees is to take care of high-risk trees 
first, contagious disease-carrying trees next, and the remain-
der by the chronological order in which they were tagged.

It takes about ten years to prune all 
the trees in the city, while maintaining all the other services the 
Forestry Section provides.

A:  As part of ongoing system im-
provements this year, We Energies is 
replacing about 40 miles of aging 
natural gas lines in the Milwaukee 
metropolitan area with new piping that 
is more resistant to corrosion and 
earth movement.   

This work entails replacing pipe in the 
street, sidewalk and, in most in-

stances, to homes and other buildings. Additionally, it may 
require the relocation of some gas meters.
